Spring Fire Safety 

It’s easy to associate at-home fire protection 

with the colder months with the use of space 

heaters, fireplaces, decorative candles, and  

tangled strings of holiday lights. But, just     

because we’re less inclined to turn the heat on 

doesn’t mean we shouldn’t still be vigilant 

when it comes to protecting ourselves and our 

property from fire hazards. As you transition 

from sweaters to shorts, deep fryers to grills, 

and indoor holiday parties to backyard         

barbecues, keep an eye on these areas:  

Grills 

Charcoal should be soaked with charcoal starter fluid 

only. Make sure the grill is clean. Make sure the grill is 

set up in an open, outdoor area with nothing flammable 

nearby. 

Outdoor Fire Pits 

Never leave young children unattended near a fire in 

the pit. Fill a bucket with water and set it next to the pit 

before you even begin building the fire. Avoid throwing 

leaves, pine cones, pine needles and paper into the fire.  

Unless there’s an emergency, avoid dumping the entire 

bucket of water on the fire to put it out. Instead, spread 

the pieces of fuel as far apart as possible and gently 

sprinkle water over them until there are no more    

glowing embers. Toast your marshmallows over the 

embers rather than the flames.  

Chimneys 

The NFPA recommends having a chimney inspected and 

thoroughly cleaned at least once a year and getting it 

out of the way this time of year often means ridding it 

of buildup that would only cause more damage if it 

hung around until the fall.  

Smoke Alarms 

The batteries should be changed once a year , test the 

smoke alarms (there should be at least one on every 

floor of the house) each month. 

Dryers 

 the leading cause of clothes dryer-related fires is a  

failure to keep them clean. Scooping out the lint basket 

takes all of about 12 seconds, so be sure to clear it out 

every time you throw a load in. The NFPA recommends 

cleaning out the vent pipe at least once a year 

The City of Lexington has 
reached STEP 3 in our      
GreenStep Program.

REMEMBER  
If someone stops by your 
house selling anything,       

they must have a                         
Peddlers/Solicitors License 

issued by The City of           
Lexington. Make sure to ask to 
see their license. If they do not 
have one they are not allowed 

to sell in our city. "Disposable" doesn't mean flushable.  Disposable means you should bag it and trash it... don't flush 

it!  Most baby wipes and adult wipes are not flushable.  This information is usually written in tiny letters 

somewhere on the package.  Even if the phrase "flushable" or "safe to flush" is on the package, it may 

not be flushable.  These "unflushable" and many "flushable" wipes do not fall apart in water like toilet 

paper.  The wipes get tangled in the   sewage with other wipes and debris, resulting in sewer clogs and 

expensive problems for your collection system.  These additional maintenance issues cost you money in 

the form of sewer rates and take time away from the operators and maintenance staff's daily activities. 

Thank you for considering the impact these items may have on your              

sanitary sewer system  before you flush! 



Spring is here, and along with 
that comes Hydrant Flushing. 
We flush water lines through 
the use of fire hydrants, which 
is an important preventive 
maintenance activity. Although 
it may appear to waste water, 
the process is part of a routine 
maintenance program         
necessary to maintain the   
integrity of the water system 
and allowing us to ensure the 
hydrants are in proper working 
order. As a result of the line 
flushing process, residents in 
the immediate vicinity of the 
work may experience         
temporary discoloration of their 
water. This discoloration     
consists primarily of harmless 
silt and air and does not affect 
the safety of the water. If you    
experience discoloration in 
your water after crews have 
been flushing in your       
neighborhood, clear the pipes 
in your home by running all 
cold water faucets for a few 
minutes. The same philosophy 
of water line and hydrant     
preventive maintenance is one 
that you should use in your 
own home to ensure the    
quality of water inside your 
home. Your home’s water 
heater should be drained and 
flushed on a regular basis to 
keep it working effectively and 
efficiently.

GRASS CLIPPINGS AND STORM DRAINS DON'T MIX 

With summer time weather comes the mowing season. It is important to remember 
not to blow grass clippings into the street. Grass clippings in the street ultimately end 
up in a storm drain were they can build up and cause drainage issues and localized 
flooding. It is also a violation of Municipal Code to deposit grass clippings and other 
yard waste into the street. Keep grass clippings in the lawn and out of the street. 
  

Did you know… 
• Grass clipping  and other yard waste blown and left in the street are a flooding and water quality 
concern? 
Localized Flooding:     
•Grass clipping and other yard waste blown in the street can cause localized flooding by clogging 
curb inlets and pipes. 
Water Quality: 
•Grass clipping and other yard waste in the streets can cause high levels of nutrients in local 
creeks and streams, which can result in algae blooms. 
 •Keeping grass clippings on your yard can save money on fertilizer by returning nutrients back 
into the soil and save money on watering by building organic matter in your soil. 
 

Some solutions are… 
 

• If your mower shoots grass clippings out of the side, 
mow a couple of passes with your mower blowing      
towards your yard and not the street before mowing the 
rest of your yard. 
• If you bag grass with your mower make sure you keep 
the clippings out of the street, curb inlet, ditch, or creek. 
• If you mulch mow, your mower will not blow grass out 
the side and you shouldn’t have to worry about grass 
blowing into the street.

CHAPTER 4 SECTION 4.02. BUILDING PERMIT REQUIRED. 
It is unlawful for any person to erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, 
move, improve, remove, convert, or demolish any building or       
structure, or any part or portion thereof, including, but not limited to, 
the plumbing, electrical, ventilating, heating or air conditioning       
systems therein, or cause the same to be done, without first obtaining 
a separate building or mechanical permit for each such building,      
structure or mechanical components from the City.  

CHAPTER 10 SECTION 10.32. GARAGE OR RUMMAGE 
SALES REGULATIONS.  
Subd. 1. Definitions.  
A. “Garage or Rummage Sales” - Any display and sale of personal 
property conducted on residential premises by the occupant. Estate 
sales conducted at a decedent’s residence are not included in the  
definition of garage or rummage sales.  
 

Subd. 2. Restrictions.  
A. None of the items offered for sale have been obtained for resale or 
received on consignment for sale.  
 

B. Any garage or rummage sale shall be conducted solely within the 
boundaries of the property owned by the occupant who is conducting 
the sale.  
 

C. There shall be no more than four garage or rummage sales       
conducted at any one residence during any period of twelve calendar 
months.  
 

D. No garage or rummage sale shall be conducted during any part of 
more than three consecutive days.  
 

E. No garage or rummage sale may be conducted before 8:00 a.m. or 
after 10:00 p.m.  
 

Subd. 3. Penalty. Any person violating any provision of this     
section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.
