Mayor Murphy called to order the City Council Workshop for October 16, 2025 at 7:20 p.m.
Councilmember’s present: Benson, Devries, Hunt, and Mahr. Also Present: Bill Petracek, City
Administrator; Chris Galiov, Finance Director; Steve Winter, City Engineer; John Jackson,
Assistant Fire Chief.

3. Discussion ltems:
A. Discuss 2026 Proposed Budget Items

1. Lovell Road Project
Steve Winter, City Engineer was present to provide an update on the Lovell Road Reconstruction
Project. He stated that if City would forgo Anoka County doing a complete reconstruction of
Lovell Road for 10 to 15 years and agree to the County doing a mill and overlay on Lovell Road,
he stated that Anoka County would pay 100% of the project. Winter stated that a mill and overlay
can last 10-15 years on a busy road. He added that based on the condition of city infrastructure
along Lovell Road, he believes pushing it off 10-15 years makes sense. Discussion ensued.

Petracek stated that by having the County redirect the project to a mill and overlay and pay 100%
of the construction costs, the road may be completed sooner. He also stated this would free up
money in the Capital Fund for other projects in 2026 like the Pickleball Courts.

Mahr asked about the potential to not construct new bathrooms in Memorial Park and consider a
splash pad. Discussion ensued.

The consensus of the Council was to move forward with a mill and overlay of Lovell Road where
the County would pay 100 % of the project, and not budget for the construction of new
bathrooms in Memorial Park. The Council also collectively agreed to move forward with the
appropriation of funds for new Pickleball courts and consider cost estimates for a new splash pad
in Memorial Park. '

Petracek stated staff would do some research and bring back some options and estimates for a
splash pad to the November workshop.

2. Fire Department Wage Increases

Petracek provided PowerPoint slides that break down the costs involved with providing fire
department personnel with a 15% wage increase. He stated that if the City moves forward with
giving them a 15% increase we would need to adjust the General Levy upward from 3.5%, which
would be the amount levied if the fire department didn’t get a salary adjustment, to a 4.6%
increase to cover the costs for the increase. He explained that the fire department personnel
haven’t had raises other than increases to their retirement contribution in the past 10 or so years.
Discussion ensued. He explained that he would recommend going the full 5% to ensure you have
adequate funds to cover all costs in your General Fund. Discussion ensued.

Petracek also discussed duty crew proposal from the fire department. Petracek stated the Council
would need to increase the General Levy 6.3% to afford both wage increases for the fire fighters
and funding two extra days for 2- person duty crews for the fire department.

The consensus of the Council was to move forward with the 15% wage adjustment for the fire
fighters.

3. Purchase of Fire Engine
John Jackson, Assistant Fire Chief, provided an overview for selling the Rescue vehicle and
replacing it with a new engine, at a cost of $527,000. Discussion ensued. Petracek stated there is

adequate funds available in their equipment replacement to purchase the vehicle and it would be
included in the 2026 budget for approval.

The consensus of the City Council was to move forward with the appropriation of funds for the
purchase of a new fire engine in 2026.

It is the responsibility of the addressee to follow
through with the requirements.

A sampling kit will be sent to you prior to your next scheduled sampling date. The enclosed
report should be placed in your records and a copy maintained on or near the water supply
premises and available for public inspection for not less than ten (10) years. "

occurrence to which the statutory tort limits apply would also be limited to $2,000,000, regardless
of the number of claimants.

e Ifthe member waives the statutory tort limits and purchases excess liability coverage, a single
claimant could potentially recover an amount up to the limit of the coverage purchased. The total all
claimants could recover for a single occurrence to which the statutory tort limits apply would also
be limited to the amount of coverage purchased, regardless of the number of claimants.

RESOLUTION NO. 25-13
RESOLUTION AMENDING THE PERSONNEL POLICY MANUAL

WHEREAS, The City of Lexington personnel policies and procedures dictates management and
non-union employees and the level of benefits and incentives provided, and,

WHEREAS, Effective Jan. 1, 2026, Minnesota’s Paid Leave Law (MNPL) mandates payments
and job protections to employees who work in Minnesota; and,

WHEREAS, Most employees are covered under the law and may qualify for payments if
they’ve been paid a minimum amount for work in Minnesota in the previous year; and,

WHEREAS, the personnel policy manual shall be amended as follows:

Minnesota Paid Leave
The City of Lexington provides time off to eligible employees who qualify for Minnesota Paid
Leave (MNPL) benefits under Minnesota law. The city of Lexington is a participant in the State
of Minnesota’s Paid Leave program. MNPL benefits are funded through premium contributions
payable to the State of Minnesota. The premium cost will be split between the city and the
employee as follows: The city of Lexington will pay 50% of the required premium and employees
will pay 50% of the premium cost through payroll deductions starting January 1, 2026.
Eligibility, Benefit amounts and Leave Usage
Eligibility determinations for MNPL benefits are made by the State of Minnesota. Generally, to
be eligible for MNPL, the employee must have earned 5.3% of the state’s average annual wage
from all employers. The employee's weekly MNPL benefits are calculated and determined by the
Minnesota Department of Employment and Economic Development (DEED).
The State of Minnesota may approve MNPL leave for the following conditions in a benefit year:
e Upto 12 weeks of medical leave (for yourself) to take care of yourself for serious health

conditions, including pregnancy, childbirth, recovery, or surgery.
e Upto 12 weeks of family leave to:
o Bond with a child through birth, adoétion, or foster placement
o Care for a family member with serious health condition
o Support a military family member called to active duty

o Receive covered types of care for yourself or a family member because of
domestic abuse, sexual assault, or stalking.

P27



The definition of a Family member will be in accordance with the provision of MNPL as defined
in MN Statute 268B.01, Subd. 23.

The employee can take both types of leave in the same year, but cannot exceed 20 weeks total
within a single benefit year. For example, an employee may be entitled to 12 weeks of family leave
to bond with a child and another 8 weeks of medical leave for their serious health condition. Your
benefit year starts the first day you take Paid Leave. There is no waiting period for MNPL if you
are granted the benefit.

Employees may apply for intermittent leave in most cases, provided the leave is reasonable and
appropriate to the needs of the individual requiring care. In addition to the other eligibility
requirements under the MN Paid Leave law, employees seeking intermittent leave must have at
least eight hours of accumulated leave (unless more than 30 days have lapsed since taking the
initial leave). In situations where employees seek MNPL on an intermittent basis, employees must
make a reasonable effort to provide written notice to the City Administrator of the need for
intermittent leave before applying for MNPL benefits through the State program. As part of the
notice, employees must provide the city with the following: 1) proposed intermittent leave
schedule; and 2) completed certification from a health care provider identifying the leave as
necessary and a reasonable estimate of the frequency and duration and treatment schedule for the
leave.

MNPL will run concurrently with any leave and/or wage supplement for which the employee may
be eligible under local, state, or federal law which may include Family and Medical Leave Act
(FMLA) and/or Minnesota Women’s Economic Security Act (WESA) pregnancy and parenting
leave.

The city allows employees to supplement, or "top off," their MNPL benefits with any accrued but
unused paid leave (PTO or ESST). If the employee chooses to supplement their MNPL benefits in
this way, the combined weekly sum of MNPL benefits and city-provided paid leave benefits cannot
exceed their Individual Average Weekly Wage (IAWW). For more information, contact the
Finance Director.

Notice and Application for Leave.

Prior to starting a claim with the State, employees should reach out to their Supervisor to notify
them of the employee’s intention to take leave. If the need is foreseeable, the City of Lexington
will ask the employee to provide at least two weeks’ notice prior to taking leave. If the leave is not
foreseeable the employee will still be able to take leave under MNPL, and the City of Lexington
will ask the employee to provide as much notice as possible.

Employees may apply for MNPL through the Minnesota Paid Leave’s portal online or via their
phone provided in the Employee Notice.

Maintaining Health Coverage During Leave

Unless the employee revokes coverage while on MNPL, the city will continue to provide group
health insurance coverage for an employee on MNPL under the same conditions as the coverage
was provided before the employee took leave. The employee must continue to make timely
payments of your share of the premiums for such coverage. If the employee is not using paid time
off to cover part or all of the leave, they will be responsible for remitting their portion of health
premiums to the city in order to ensure continuation of benefits.
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Reinstatement
Upon return from covered MNPL, the employee will be reinstated to their previous position or to
an equivalent position, with the same status, pay, employment benefits, length-of-service credit,

and seniority credit as of the date of leave as long as the employee has worked for the city for a
minimum of 90 calendar days.

Retaliation

The city will not interfere or retaliate against employees who request or take leave in accordance
with the MN Paid Leave law.
